‘Conference of Parties’, to discuss climate change. This year’s conference will review what has been 

achieved and discuss the key goals. 

The first goal is to limit the global temperature rise to 1.5°C. This will require reducing global CO2 

emissions by 50 per cent by 2030, and by 2050 achieving a balance between the greenhouse gases released 

into the atmosphere and those removed from it.

It is responsible for nearly one-third of current warming from human 

activities. Methane comes from farming activities and landfill waste. The production and use of coal, oil, 

and natural gas also release methane. 

This conference is very important because this is the best last chance we have to slow global 

warming. World leaders, climate experts, organisations, and national representatives will carefully discuss 

these goals and agree on how to make global progress on climate change.
